TRIP GUIDELINES
These trip guidelines have been established so that we can enjoy ourselves while we travel and represent Weston H.S.  Failure to comply with the guidelines will result in losing free time or being sent home - at the parents expense.

1. Weston Public Schools policies and regulations apply and will be enforced on this trip. The use or possession of alcohol, tobacco products, and illegal substances is prohibited.  Violators will be sent home at the parent’s expense.

2. All medications which are taken regularly (with doctor’s orders) must be in their original container and clearly labeled with doctor’s name, medication name, reason prescribed and dosage and given to the Adult monitoring the medications.

3. Students will give full cooperation to all chaperones, hotel staff and transportation personnel.

4. Common areas are available in the hotel for socializing.  Please stay in groups of two or more at all times. Coed visitation in hotel rooms is not permitted!

5. Students should not leave hotel.

6. Hotel Rooms should be ready for inspection at any time.  Any damage to hotel rooms will paid by those responsible.  

7.  Chaperones have the right (and responsibility) to enter any room any time if there is cause for concern, need for decorum, etc.  We are not the only guests at the hotel.  Please keep the noise down.

8. Please follow the itinerary.  Make sure you are where you are supposed to be before the designated times.  Remember - early is on time.

9. All students must attend all scheduled meals (even if a student does not feel like eating).

10. NO NUT PRODUCTS AT ANY POINT IN THE TRIP –either on the bus or in the rooms!!

11. PG or PG13 movies ONLY on the bus.

12. All outside phone calls from hotel are to be made on cell phones. There will be no outside calls from rooms nor will there be any TV rental ability!

After room check each night, students must remain in their room until breakfast.  If there would be any need to open your door during the night, call your chaperone first.  Be sure to ask your chaperone for their room number and phone extension.  There will be a security guard on duty all night to monitor hotel room corridors.
